Sir,
What we made for people of this village :


The first years we gave 1 000 rs to the Panchayat for the yearly feast of the village. Now we don't give them anything more.


Every week I take some fishers on my motorcycle until Muthialpet or Pondichéry.


I took the fishers and the children of the village at the doctor Biche (Mission street Pondy in), because it was free. To every time it is I that paid for their medicines (M. Murugan, three children Laksmi of, Selvam's his/her/its)


Numerous women of the village came to ask me for the medicines, for the fever, the headache, to the eyes, of the skin problems, etc. I gave to them free, whereas the antibiotics are expensive.
After the tsunami, I spent a lot of money for this village, I took the hundreds of photos that I sent to the Collector of Villupuram. It cost me several thousands of rupees. I went to Tindivanam, Villupuram, Vanur, I met the officers, I paid petrol, the panchayat never give me one paisa.

I got 50 000 rs by an association to achieve a temporary protection of the village. It is the consul of France who took some care. As this money was not sufficient, I added 5000 rs. It was in 2006.
When the house of the father of M. Selvam was threatened by the sea, I helped it to protect his house, I went to buy empty bags of cement and I helped it to fill them, no body in the village help him, not his father and brothers.

If I had not intervened personally by the Tsunami Collector, maybe that the dams (granite wall) would never have been constructed to protect this village. The Collector had told to me: you know, it is a small village, the sinners have some new houses, it is not necessary to set up the dams, the government will give you some money for your house. The Tsunami Collector of Villupuram visited my place two times.
When there was the construction of the dam to the north of the village, the trucks broke the pipes of water supply two ot three times, I am paid for the repairs, the panchayat didn't repay me.

In 2006, when the village had some problems with Nadukuppam, I wrote a letter to the judge so that it relaxes the fishers of my village. When they were in jail in Cuddalore, I was return they visit and I brought them some food.
In 2006, when about ten fishers of Nadukuppam attacked our village, the women and the children of the fishers came to sleep at home and they spent the night at home.
When I cut some branches, I give them to my neighbors. We gave empty bottles and they sold them.
May be ten five or six times, I cleaned and burnt the garbage back our place, but we burnt our own dust in our place.

I tried to save M. Munisamy while making him a cardiac massage after an attack, but he had already died.
In November 2006, because to my wife's intervention, we could save one of the two sons of M. Jayamurthy, I even had my photo in a Tamil newspaper. 
When M. Munissamy died, we gave a work to his wife. Then one paid to set up the electricity (meter) to her house, I spent 5 000 rs. Later, I gave her about ten posts made of cement and plates made of cement to close her land.
I also gave for 3 000 rs of posts and plates made of cement to my neighboring M. Selvam.
Every year to the New Year or Pongal, we invited M. Sudhakar with a group of young fishers, we paid the half of the expenses each times. 

A few months ago in 2008, in the evening of the M. Sudhakar marriage, it was 10 PM, it remained only the women in the village. We heard them to shout, we left on the beach, there was a man of the village who was lengthened on the soil that suffered a lot and was dying, he had been bitten by a snake. I took my motorcycle and with M. Murugan, I took it at the general hospital of Puducherry. The physicians said that it was necessary to wait, I passed before everybody and said emergency, if not may be he could be died. I saved this man.
In January 2008, fishers of Chinemudalyarchavadi began to cause some problems in our village, I told them to go back at home otherwise I called the police, then calmness came back.
Every time that there is a cut of water, the women of the village come to look for water at home because I have a water tank.
Several times I lent some tools, my electric drill to fishers. 
I gave work repeatedly to fishers (enclosure the land).
When there is an electric wire that is cut in the street of the village, I go to the office of electricity of Kottakuppam, to help.
When the streetlight doesn't work, I wait for several days, it doesn't pass anything, after I go to the office and the problem is settled in one day.

When the skeptical tank of the toilets of the village was full, I went to ask the office of Kottakuppam to empty it, they asked for 3 000 rs in the village, but I told them it is a public service and not private, and the village did not pay.

You can note that we always tried to help people of this village. 
They are not happy with us because we don’t give them of money, it is because it is a bad habit, they always want more and more from us but we are not rich.

And so on, and so on…
